Fan the braid out and fold it back over 2.
the cable jacket.

Slide the cable into the connector 3.
body. The dielectric should go through 
the centre bore, with the braid and 
jacket going over the inner part of the 
connector body but inside the outer 
part. Push home until the cable 
dielecric is flush with the inside front 
face of the body. Make sure the cables 
centre conductor is undamaged.
